YouTube is a video sharing website where users can upload and share 

video clips. Inserting a video into a PowerPoint presentation is an 

easy and effective way to make your presentations more interesting. 

This self -help document will step you through playing a YouTube 

video in a PowerPoint presentation.  

Adding the Developer Tab to the Ribbon  
In order to play a YouTube video in a presentation, you must add the Developer tab to the Ribbon in 

PowerPoint.  

1.  Open PowerPoint.  

2.  Click the Office Button (Fig 1,1).  

3.  At the bottom of the Office Button menu, click the PowerPoint Options  button. (Fig 1, 2).  
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4.  The PowerPoint Options  dialog box will appear. Click beside Show Developer tab in the

5.  Click OK at the bottom right of the dialog box.  

6.  The Developer tab will now appear on the Ribbon (Fig 3, 1).  

 

 

Playing a YouTube Video in a Presentation  
 

1.  Open your web browser. Internet  Explorer is used in this example . 

2.  In the address bar, type http://www.youtube.com  (Fig 1, 1).  

3.  Press the Enter  key on your keyboard. This will take you to the YouTube website.  

4.  In the YouTube search bar (Fig 1, 2), type in a key word or words relating to the videos you 

are searching for and click the Search button. YouTube will return videos that are relevant to 

your query.  
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5.  Launch the video you wish to view in YouTube by clicking on the link (videoôs link (Fig 2, 1). 

 

 

6.  Copy the URL of the video by selecting the URL in the address bar of your browser.  

¶ Hold down your left mouse button and drag across the URL (Fig 3, 1).  

¶ Right click and select Copy (Fig 3, 2).  

 

7.  Open PowerPoint.  

8.  Create a blank slide.  

¶ Click the Home tab on the Ribbon.  

¶ Click the down arrow beside Layout and click Blank   

(Fig 4, 1).  
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7.  Click the Developer  tab on the ribbon (Fig 5, 1).  

8.  Click the More Controls button  (looks like a hammer & wrench) (Fig 5, 2).  

9.  The More Controls  dialog box will appear.  Scroll to and click Shockwave Flash Object

10.  Click OK (Fig 5, 4).  

11.  Your mouse will turn into a plus sign. Hold down your mouse button and drag out a box as large as 

you wish the movie to appear in the slideshow. 

12. Right click on the box which will appear with a large X through it (Fig 6, 1). A menu will appear.  

13.  Click Properties  (Fig 6, 2).
