Weekly interaction with the club
officers is necessary to ensure that the clubs do not sway from the guidelines and
policies. It is the responsibility of the supervisors to oversee the proper
implementations of SCO polices and procedures.

Graduate Assistant of Competitive Sports (if applicable) - This paid, graduate
student staff member acts as a voting member and advisor to the SCC. He/she
oversees Sport Clubs Supervisors and aids in creation and implementation of
program guidelines and policies and communication. The position is ultimately
