Towson University Department of Electronic Media and Film (EMF), Kids On the Hill and Digital Harbor High School presents Videoactive Film Festival featuring social issue short films by Towson University EMF students, Digital Harbor High School students and students from Kids On the Hill, a Baltimore City after-school program, Thursday, November 1 at 7:30 p.m. in the Center for the Arts Mainstage Theatre located at the corner of Osler and Cross Campus drives.    Student films surrounding social issue themes will be showcased at the event including CONversation, by Towson University student Jack Strebor; Creasecar by Towson University students Bryce Taylor and Sarah Ruddie; Consumerism & Climate Change by Towson University students Keith Langsdorf, Erica Nickel and Omri Haberman; Every Day in Africa by Digital Harbor students Sarah Bradford and Amy Hume; Story of Stuff by Kids On the Hill student Anne Leonard and many more films.  These short films address social and community issues.  Student and community organizations will host an open house beginning at 6:30 p.m. in the lobby of the Center for the Arts.  The Videoactive Film Screening begins at 7:30 p.m. followed by a debriefing and discussion.  The open house and screening is free and open to the public.

The Videoactive Film Screening is coordinated by Gordon Glover an assistant professor at Towson University.  He teaches courses in editing, post production and documentary as activism.  Glover received his B.F.A. in film and animation from Philadelphia’s University of the Arts.  He has taught pre-K, kindergarten and second grade in Baltimore City Public Schools before earning his M.F.A. in photography and digital imaging at the Maryland Institute College of Art.  He is a founding member of Wide Angle Community Media, a nonprofit that provides youth with media education, leadership opportunities, technical training and media literacy workshops.  Glover is the faculty adviser for Video Activism Organization.  
The purpose of the Towson University/Kids On the Hill/Digital Harbor High School Media Partnership, and the purpose of the VideoActive Film Festival, is to foster connections, understanding and the ability to relate amongst participants and to promote activism and change through discussions of social issues and the use of media and art in affecting positive change. 

The Videoactive Film Festival is part of a partnership developed by Towson University, Kids On the Hill and Digital Harbor High School.   The partnership allows high school students to interact with college role models who are pursuing college degrees and careers in film.
