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Students requesting prescription refills for ADD/ADHD medications:

You must schedule an appointment with a Health Center provider to obtain a prescription refill. You must bring the following documentation to the visit:

1. Documentation of your diagnosis and medication/dosage from the medical provider who diagnosed you or your primary care provider.

2. A valid prescription from your prescribing provider (written within the last 6 months) indicating the medication and current dosage. A recent prescription bottle will be accepted.



Please note: The Health Center does not have a pharmacy. We do not stock ADD/ADHD medications in our dispensary. Students will be given a prescription from the Health Center provider that can be taken to a local pharmacy. 

The Health Center staff will not write a new prescription for a student who has never been on ADD/ADHD meds or whose prescription is more than a year old.

If you think you have ADD/ADHD but have never been diagnosed: 

We suggest you schedule an intake appointment with one of the professional staff at the Counseling Center to discuss your concerns. They will be able to determine if it is likely you have an Attention Deficit Disorder and where is the best place to refer you for a diagnostic evaluation. They can also offer other types of assistance to help you manage your symptoms. Students can contact the Counseling Center at 410-704-2512 to schedule a visit. 
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
