Election Commission Expectations:
It is expected that TU Election Commission members attend all scheduled meetings. The dates for the meetings will be decided during each previous meeting by the members.  Persons who are accepted and appointed to the Election Commission may not be holding or running for an SGA office – elected or appointed, nor can you be any member of an SGA board.  No person who accepts an Election Commission appointment will be considered for elective office even if they resign from the Election Commission.
Important Dates to Remember:
Applications are due to the Office of Student Activities, University Union, room 217 to Kathy Mosier no later than 5 pm on Friday, February 17, 2012.
SGA Elections are scheduled for April 24th and 25th.  In the Event that a Second Election is necessary, they will take place May 2nd. 
If you are appointed, you will be notified of the first meeting.  This meeting could be held as early as the last week of February.
