Rodgers Forge/TU Arena Fence Construction Complete, Landscaping Underway: 

 Fence installation  and landscaping was completed over the summer. However due to the 
extreme heat and drought the trees did not survive. Towson University will be replacing the 
trees this fall in cooler temperatures. 

 

University Relations 

 Off-Campus Student Services Coordinator Carol Galladian is working diligently to improve 
student behavior and off-campus living.   

o Community Ambassador Program Expands Fall 2010. Towson Manor Village will be in 
its second year of the SA program. In addition a SA will be added to the Donny brook 
Community, and Cardiff Hall Apartments.  

o Recently met with Community Apartment Managers to discuss best practices and 
student behavior expectations. 

o Summary of  2009-10 Off-Campus Behavior/Disorderly House Statistics:  For the 2009-
2010 academic year: 77 complaints have been received, 58 addresses given a first 
warning, 19 addresses and 54 students have received charges for Off-Campus Disorderly 
Behavior. More first warnings were given this year than last year—and overall charges 
have gone down. 

Off-Campus Shuttle Bus Routes: Shuttles will resume with the start of classes Wednesday, August 25th. 

Current Campus Construction: 

 West Village Residence Halls Phase II:  Construction is underway for opening in Fall 2011. 

 Towson Center Arena Addition: Construction to begin Summer of 2011/Opening 2013- TU was 
approved for the additional funding required to move the addition to the community-desired 
location closer to the Unitas Stadium.  Crews will have to install infrastructure to the new 
location, Lot 20, prior to construction.  

 College of Liberal Arts - Phase 2:  Underway - With the first 100,000 square feet complete and 
opening Fall 2009, the second phase of the 250,000 square-foot project is now underway and 
set to open Fall 2011.  CLA is TU’s first new academic building in 20 years.    

 West Village Commons Building: Underway - $30 million- When it opens in summer 2011, the 
West Village Commons building will be an 85,000 gross square foot mixed-use facility that 
supports the residential population of the campus's West Village precinct. The building will offer 
dining, retail, meeting, office and other student service spaces that will enhance the area ’s 
living and learning environment, contribute to the development of its community, and serve as a 
central gathering space for current and future residential students.
