Current Campus Construction: 

 Campus Site & Safety Improvements – Phase 1: Summer 2008-Fall 2011 - The campus site and safety 
improvement project encompasses improvements and renovations to infrastructure on the campus’s main 
academic quad, including utilities, roads, lighting, pedestrian circulation and ADA improvements. 

 College of Liberal Arts - Phase 2:  Underway – With the first 100,000 square feet complete and opening Fall 
2009, the second phase of the 250,000 square-foot project is now underway.  CLA is TU’s first new academic 
building in 20 years.  An open house, with self-guided tours is open to the public on Friday, September 25, 2009 
between 3-5 p.m.  

 West Village Commons - Underway – Broke ground in July on the West Village Commons building. It is an 
85,000 gross square foot dining, retail, meeting, office and other student service space to support and enhance 
the living and learning environment of the current and projected residential population in the West Village.
