3) Fulfill all the requirements of the accelerated graduate course.
4) Complete a research paper or project and an additional, reflective 5-page essay at the end of the semester.
5) Present a poster at the Honors Celebration of Scholarship and Learning event.

Note: You may only use one accelerated graduate course for Honors EAL credit (3 units max.).
Accelerated Graduate Course-Honors Agreement
In order to earn Honors Experiential and Advanced Learning credit for an accelerated graduate course, the student and professor must review and sign this form.
